CITY COUNCIL WORK SESSION

MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 25, 2016
7:30 PM
Call to order 
by Mayor Melanie Hammet called the meeting to order at 7:30. Present were Mayor, Council members Jean Bordeaux, Brandy Hall, Megan Pulsts, Tonja Holder and Augusta Woods.  Also present were Chief Sarai Y’Hudah-Green, Administrator Valerie Caldwell, Attorney Laurel Henderson, and Administrative Assistant Missye Varner.  

Pledge of Allegiance
Led by Hammet
Announcements/Communication
Woods announced that she is working on solar sculptures and panel energy for the city building and is also working on obtaining sponsors. Woods is putting an information pamphlet together to handout at the November 14th meeting.

Hall announced the work is progressing with the public work fence of art and that she will be meeting with Joe Brockman, Designer and will provide an update.
Pulsts announced that there will be a DeKalb Municipal Association meeting on November 3rd.

Hall communicated that she attended the meeting for the new Rockbridge Elementary School and that the project date for completion is July 2017.  The school will house 900 students which is the standard for DeKalb County.
Holder communicated that there had been a meeting with residents on Rockbridge Road as it related to the property right of way of the road widening and that they were upset with the curb cutting. Henderson recommended the curb cut at Spring Street and to put it in writing to DeKalb County.

Hammet communicated that the Commercial Zoning Work Group met on October 24th and worked on the draft for the commercial zoning. The Mayor also stated that she added Art Hager to the work group and that in February 2017 the zoning code should be ready for the vote.
Hammet communicated that Municipal Arts Panel (M.A.P.) hired a videographer for Lakefest and that footage of the Flash Mob that included the Police Department, dancers and community is being edited.  The special two-minute footage of art interacting with law enforcement will be on the city’s website and Facebook. 

Adoption of Agenda 
The adoption of the agenda was approved 5-0 upon motion by Bordeaux and seconded by Hall.
Public Comments
There were not any comments at this time. 

Holder- Update on Matt Johnson Memorial at the Lake 
There was a brief discussion and additional information was requested on the music chimes and placement location.
Bordeaux- IT in A Box- Technology Company 
Update provided and that the on boarding migration will began 10/26. Bordeaux stated the project is progressing well and that a city motto, photos and content for the new website is needed from the community. This request will be placed on the city’s media outlet and on Facebook.
Amendment to Disorderly Conduct Ordinance
